At the back of
the book there is a useful Grammar Summary, with a guide to the grammar used in each module and
practice exercises to help review. There is also a Vocabulary Bank, providing an extra vocabulary focus.
Another important feature of the book is the inclusion of podcasts with native speakers and BBC TV clips,
aimed at helping students enhance their listening skills by using authentic materials. Each unit also has a
‘Real Life English’ section, where students learn useful language for everyday situations.
